Arigato gozaimashita.

(bOmEH>TINELE, )

This is the past tense form of ”Arigaté gozaimasu.= Thank you.”

When the action has completely finished, people sometimes use “Arigato
gozaimashita” instead of ”Arigato gozaimasu.” However it does NOT sound strange if
you used “Arigato gozaimasu” to appreciate a past action.
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Ganbatte kudasai.  (HIE-> T 7Z3W)

The literal translation would be “Do your best” or “Hang in there.” However, when
this phrase is used in a daily conversation, it’s quite similar to the English
phrase “good luck.”
